Listed below is the general order that you will do approximately 6-8 weeks prior to moving:

Tips for Moving

Start collecting cardboard boxes and other containers for moving. Begin packing out of 
season clothing and other items

If you are going to be taking draperies and/or carpets, have them cleaned before your move 
and then pack them for protection.

●  Telephone (keep your current phone in service through moving day... You may need it) 
●  Trash Removal 
●  Auto/Other Insurance

●  Accountant 
●  Lawyer 
●  Banks 
●  Credit Card Companies 
●  Driver License 
●  Governmental Agencies 
●  Newspapers, magazines, other publications that you are currently receiving 
●  Family, Friends, Business Contacts 
●  Cable or Satellite TV 
●  Post Office – leave a forwarding address
 
When you move into your new home: 
●  Check the telephone, gas, electricity and water 
●  Check the pilot lights in your stove, furnace, and hot water heater 
●  Register to vote 
●  Register your car with a new province right away (if applicable) 
●  Obtain a new Drivers License
